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Isi and Lilly were Holocaust survivors
who rescued Jewish children
and worked with the Resistance.

Cover image: Baruch Brenig, Lilly’s father, labor camp and deportation records.
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During the Holocaust 6 million Jews were murdered
of whom 1.5 million were children.

The Eichmann List presented at the Wannsee conference on January 20, 1942, listed the number
of Jews to be annihilated by country: 11 million in total. This list provided the logistical basis for
setting up deportation centers, labor camps and extermination camps in Europe.

In the earlier extermination phase, as they marched towards the Soviet Union, the Germans had
already massacred up to 1.25 million Jews, often shooting them and burying them alive in mass
graves. This was documented by French Catholic priest Father Desbois in The Holocaust by
Bullets and at Yahadinunum.org.

Following the Wannsee Conference, the Nazis implemented the Final Solution on a massive scale.
They documented in great detail deportations to the extermination camps as well as inmates’
activities and movements in the numerous labor camps.

AND LILLY BRENIG’S FAMILY DURING WWII
On May 10 1940, the Germans invaded Belgium. In the spring of 1941, they started to implement
the racial laws requiring all Jews to register. Those who did not risked deportation and death.

Benjamin Lewenkron (Isi’s uncle) survived the Auschwitz labor camp, where he had arrived
in October 1942. He also survived the Death March from Auschwitz to Buchenwald, where he
arrived on January 26, 1945. When the Germans realized that they were defeated, they planned
to destroy all traces of Auschwitz, in Poland. The surviving inmates were forced to walk for 10 to
15 days, in freezing cold weather, to labor camps in Germany. That Death March, the largest of
several, involved 56,000 starving prisoners, 15,000 of whom died along the way.

When they arrived in Buchenwald, prisoners received new registration numbers. They were
classified by the type of labor they could perform and were assigned to labor blocks accordingly.

REFUGEE CAMPS
At the end of WWII millions of people ended up in refugee camps (DP Displaced People camps)
for months, sometimes years, until they could be resettled. Most surviving Jews had no place to
go and were often met with hostility when they returned to their home country.

Benjamin Lewenkron ended up in a refugee camp. His daughter Regina Lewenkron emigrated
to Israel in 1947 aboard the Exodus ship whose passengers were sent back to Germany.

Arthur Donny Strosberg, husband of Eliane Strosberg (daughter of Lilly and Isi), was born on
March 2, 1945, ‘stateless’ (apatride) in a refugee camp in Switzerland. Alexander Strosberg, his
brother, was born earlier in the same camp and died there without a trace of his birth or death.
